“Lions and tigers and bears…OH MY!” I admit it. One of my favorite movies 
is “The Wizard of Oz.” To know me is to know I’m nothing more than a little 
kid in big & tall clothing!  
 
However, the themes of being distracted by scary characters, evil people, and 
negative situations are universal. These issues can distract us, and we can fall 
into a trap of becoming disillusioned, discouraged, and depressed. 
 
Yet the Bible teaches us that we will never be without these distractions. 
Essentially, these are our battles.  Amos preached to the unjust in chapter 5 to 
“Let justice roll on like a river.” Ezekiel writes in chapter 22 that God said “the 
people of the land have used oppressions, committed robbery, and mistreated 
the poor and needy, and they wrongfully oppress the stranger.” And to use one 
of my wife’s favorite scriptures, “there is nothing new under the sun.” 
Ecclesiastes 1:9. 
 
Every day brings a new distraction, but every day also gives us the opportunity 
to lean on the Lord. Isaiah says "Look to me 
and be saved, all you ends of the earth! For I 
AM GOD, there IS no other!” (45:22). To bring 
in the new, Hebrews 12:2 encourages us to look 
“unto Jesus, the author and finisher of our 
faith.” So remember…and meditate on these 
things the next time you look in the mirror. Shout “BRING IT!!”…and watch 
God do HIS thing. 
“Murder and racism and hate…OH MY!” Horrible things keep happening 
every day. Don’t worry. He's got this…and He’s got YOU! Be blessed, walk in 
the Spirit of God, and do YOUR thing!
