CONTENDING FOR THE FAITH 

 

LIVE LIKE FREED PEOPLE! 
 

 

T he largest and most powerful land animal on earth today is the elephant.  Yet it takes 
only a strong rope to restrain one.  Here is how it works.  At a young age, he is tied to a 

large tree. For weeks, he will strain and pull, but is unable to free himself and then finally 
gives up.  Then when the elephant reaches his full size and strength, he won't struggle to get 
free come but once he feels resistance, he stops. He still believes he's held captive and can't 
break free. 
  

  
Satan can play a similar trick on us to hold us captive.  The Scripture assures us that by 
surrendering our lives to Jesus we have been freed from the dominion of sin (Acts 13:39), 
therefore we should live like freed from people.  However, the devil who is “the father of 
lies” (John 8:44) would have us believe that we are still who we were rather than who we 
are and whose we are!   Deception is an old trick of the devil and we must not be ignorant 
of his devices (2 Cor. 2:11).     
 
We have the gift of the Holy Spirit who speaks to us through the Word of God assuring us 
that we CAN live as freed people because of God’s divine presence in our lives on daily 
basis.  We are not alone!  The Hebrew writer says that we must lay aside the old vices of sin 
because we are “surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses” who are cheering us on to the 
end (Heb. 12:1) 
  
Do not live like the elephant, still believing that we are tied to our old life of sin because if 
Christ has set us free, we are free indeed (John 8:36)!
