CONTENDING FOR THE FAITH

The Power of Satan

""Be sober-minded; be watchful. Your adversary the devil prowls around like a roar-
ing lion, seeking someone to devour." (1 Peter 5:8)

As Christians, we must not be naive about the spiritual battle we are in. Our greatest
adversary, Satan, is a real and formidable foe. The Bible reveals that he is a powerful
being, a fallen angel who rebelled against God. (Isa. 12:14-15) His influence is wide-
spread, and his goal is to destroy our faith and lead us away from God. Understanding
the nature and extent of his power is critical for our spiritual defense. The Bible gives
us a clear picture of Satan's power. He is called "the god of this age," who has blind-
ed the minds of unbelievers. (2 Cor. 4:4)He is a liar and the father of lies, (John 8:44)
constantly seeking to deceive and twist God's truth. He tempted Adam and Eve in the
Garden, leading to humanity’s fall. (Gen. 3:1-6) He even had the audacity to tempt
Jesus Himself, in the wilderness. (Matt. 4:1-11)

Satan's power, however, is not unlimited. He is a created being, and his authority is
ultimately subject to God's. He can only do what God allows. Consider the book of
Job, where Satan had to ask God for permission to test Job's faith. (Job 1:12) This is a
crucial truth: Satan's power is real, but it is not absolute. He is a defeated foe, and his
final end will be sealed in eternal punishment. (Rev. 20:10)

So, how do we stand firm against such an enemy? The apostle Paul tells us to ""Put on
the whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the schemes of the
devil." (Eph. 6:11) This armor includes truth, righteousness, the gospel of peace,
faith, salvation, and the Word of God. We do not fight this battle in our own strength
but in the power of the Lord.

Jesus has already won the victory over sin and death, and through Him, we too can
overcome the devil's power. "...Resist the devil, and he will flee from you." (James
4:7) As long as we remain faithful to God, devoted to His Word, and filled with the
Spirit, we can live a victorious life in Christ. Let us be ever vigilant, knowing that

while our adversary is powerful, our God is all-powerful.
